• First floor Tenant Space to be renovated, 2,390 sq. ft. of space.



• A new Dining Area with Seating for (71) Seventy-One Patrons.
• A new Open concept Kitchen and Food Prep Area with serving 

line will be provided.
• Providing a new kitchen exhaust hood and make up air, New units 

on roof.
• A new Back Room Storage, Walk-in Cooler, Dish Wash Area and 

Support Space will be provided.
• New ADA Compliant Public Toilets for Men and Women.
• Providing a new dumpster enclosure to the rear.

Modifications & Re-work to Existing Building Front Façade.
• Façade Upgrade & recapture of voided building space, Existing 

first floor entry and two-story curtainwall is set back & skewed 
from existing front masonry façade to create a deconstruction 
style building language.

• Removal of monumental oversized pencil and Top-Notch sign.
• Removal of existing curtainwall window and entry system.
• Removal of freestanding non-bearing masonry pier.
• Removal of existing rotted wood cladding above steel lintel to 

expose brick masonry.  Repair and repoint existing brick façade.
• Owner wishes to infill second floor opening and roof opening, 

pull first floor and second floor space out to original building 
front masonry wall façade line.



• Install new energy compliant windows in existing masonry 
openings on second floor front façade.

• Existing brick facade and parapet will need to be repaired and re-
pointed as required.

• Provide new first floor wall infill, provide bar / counter style 
seating with operable bifold window unit & fixed transoms above 
to underside of existing steel masonry lintel.

• Provide new entry door and curtainwall window system at 
restaurant entry.

• Existing entry to second floor stair entry shall remain.
• There will be a new Business Sign installed and fastened to 

existing masonry façade.  Design is not finalized.
